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TRUE NEED

On 24 January 2008, | visited asmall community by the name of Pacayal (you say that like: Pah-
kie-yahl) together with my good friends from PAV A, an NGO who has been our partner in creating
school s throughout the last 3 years.

The beauty of the countryside, the fresh air, and simplicity of the people living in this area took
my breath away, even after living in Guatemalafor 4 years! We arrived to Pacayal by way of, first,
a cemented well-traveled highway,
then, by way of awide, curvy dirt road,
and, finally, by way of a rocky-dirt
road that heaved us up/down and side-
to-sidein the four-whed drive pickup!

And it waswell worth the 25 kilometer,
2.5 hour ride, to be able to meet the
simple, pleasant people of the
community, Pacayal, which is located
at approximately 1700 meters atitude.

The community consists of 26 families

which have approximately 6 children

and 2 adults per family, all of which

are farmers who work their own land

in Pacayal. The children of the

community often go days without

seeing someone from outside the

village.

In 15 January 2007, the community IS LEENES,
opened its first school, which is made of atin roof and 4 tree trunks to sustain it. What do they
dowhen it rains? | visited Pacayal during the dry season, and the children had their homework and
drawings hung up on small wires between 3 different tree trunks which are the main supports for
the school's roof.

There are 32 studentsin grades 1 through 5 at Pacayal with one teacher who also functions as the
school principal, Satunil Macario who is 23 years old. Satunil isfrom anearby community and seems
to have much positive energy that he is chanelling into the his teachings. Besides the 32 currently
in class, there are approximately 120 more children in the community who are not being schooled.

| was truly impressed by the community at Pacayal - they have a positive outlook on their current
situation and are hoping to receive help soon. They already have their terrain ready to receive the
new school structure that only needs funding! And they've promised to learn and construct the
schools themselves with the guidance of the Director of Engineering at PAVA.

PLACE: O PACAYAL, aprox. 25 km from Tecpan, the closest city. Traveling on dirt road
aprox. 20 km.

NECESSITY: OA 5-room school (4 classrooms and one small kitchen/warehouse area), school
materials.

*[1No. of Children currently attending classes: 32

*[JNo. of grades being taught: first through fifth

«[]Languages taught at Pacayal: Kakchiquel and Spanish.

«[]Languages spoken in Pacayal: Kakchiquel, K'iché, Spanish

*[INo. of families in the community: 26 families, each consisting of aprox. 6 children and 2
adults.

*[JApproximately 120 children are currently unable to attend class.

[10ne hundred percent of thiscommunity worksin agriculture and cultivates tomatoes, broccoli,
peas, and green beans, to name afew.

[1The name of the area come from the plant of the vegetable called pacaya. The area was
originally donated by the owner of the land who owned much farm area in Guatemala.

[0 Theterrain is approximately 1700 meters above sealevel.

[0 The entrance to the community starts from one of the country's main highways which is at
2000 meters high, and from there the road is dirt and rock, located approximately 25 kms
off the highway.

*[1The nearest developed town is Tecpan, the capital of the province of Chimaltenango.

*[1Closest nearby community: Palima. ** One reaches Palima walking in about 45 minutes for
adults, aprox 75 minutes for children.

*[JPALIMA: has one 3 room school and over capacity with 100 students already attending. 3
teachers.

*[0The community of Pacayal helped to construct the nearby school in Palima approximately
10 years ago. Their children cannot enjoy the school due to several difficulties: the distance,
the capacity limit of the school, and violence that occursin the walk from Pacayal to Palima.

«[1In these communities, there are very few outside visitors! The children were a bit scared the
day we arrived to analyze their necessity for a new school.

[1Director of the current school in Pacayal: Satunil Macario. 23 yrs old. Teaching for 3 years
previous to this, his first year with Pacayal. He is from a nearby community which is
approximately 7 km away, and he rides his bike to work every day.

O Terrain available and ready to receive the new school is 12.5 m2.

RULES TO RECEIVE THE DONATION:

Each family must participate in the construction of the building, below
the direction of the Engineers who work with PAVA, our partner
organization.

Each family must plant approximately 10 treesin their community with
PAVA's help.

The terrain must be given by the community and/or municipality in order
to accept the community as an option for construction.
